SUMMER 2010 - CLASS DESCRIPTIONS:

Acting Debut

Begin your theatre debut with a class focusing on acting. This beginner’s course will explore the process
of theatre training through high-energy theatre games and improvisation. Students will create characters,
learn theatre terminology and challenge their imagination. Every class will include a variety of dramatic
activities and a final short performance for family and friends.

Acting Encore

In this more advanced class, students will hone acting skills through high-energy theatre games,
improvisation and activities. They will work to deepen character development, expand theatrical
terminology, learn auditioning techniques, body awareness and voice and diction. Each class will
rehearse and deliver a short performance at the end of the session.

» who are looking for a greater challenge

Advanced Acting

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Musical Theatre Movement

rhythm, balance, and overall body movement. This combined with theatre exercises & activities makes
this class an overall “moving” experience.
